One way ticket/person costs 2100 Ft. (Hungarian Forint is accepted only)

Return ticket costs 3600 Ft.   (1 Euro is approx. 265 Ft)
By Taxi

There is the firm “Taxi 2000”, which is the only one with fixed prices!!!!!!

From Ferihegy Airport you can call the phone number: 2-000-000, and in five minutes it is there. The price to Pest side is 3000 Ft, to Buda side is 3500 Ft.

Arrival by train:

We have three main railway stations in Budapest, called Déli Railway Station, Keleti Railway Station, and Nyugati Railway Station. All are connected to the Metro System. 

From Déli Railway Station starts the Metro line No2 (red line). 

From Nyugati Railway Station one can reach the Metro line No3 (blue line) 

From Keleti Railway Station one can reach the Metro line No2 (red line).
